I hope this timetable helps to explain the structure of our week in EYFS (Early Years Foundation Stage). 

The children will start every morning playing on the outdoor classroom which hopefully will settle them into their day. If it is raining they will come in to the classroom and will play in the classroom before we sit down for our circle time at 9.15.

A lot of the learning in EYFS goes on in the children’s self-chosen play activities which is why there is an element of “Child Initiated activities” in every session where the children choose where and what they would like to play with. It is particularly important this year that the children learn to feel settled, socialize with each other and explore their new environment through play based activities. 

I would just like to explain some of the acronyms to you to support those of you who are not as familiar with the EYFS (another acronym!!) curriculum. 

CI = Child initiated – this is where your child will choose what activity they would like to explore either in the indoor classroom or on the outdoor classroom.

PD = Physical development – this can be bikes and climbing etc outside or PE games in the village hall or it can be Fine motor skills such as writing, threading cutting etc. 
UTW = Understanding the world – the children learn about things in their world – it can be scientific concepts, learning about religions and communities, learning about and using technology (computers, cameras etc), historical events and geographical concepts (looking at their environment and comparing/ contrasting it to others). 

EAD = Expressive arts and design – these activities are art, craft, role play, music and movement and anything creative. 

We base our learning each week around a topic and you will receive an overview each Friday of what topic we are doing the next week, what the children will be learning within that topic and how you can support at home. 

I have attached our yearly overview onto the website which informs you of what topic the children will be covering when and also what concepts they will be learning within each topic.
